From process server reports it appears that the notices have been shown served upon one
Mithu, alleged nephew of opposite parties without mentioning any number of opposite parties. It is
not understandable why notices of 15 opposite parties have been served upon one Mithu who is not a
party to the proceeding, having no identification and address of the said person. Concern section put a
rubber stamp made for the purpose of noting down the fact of service of notice upen the opposite
parties without going through the report of the process server how the notices were served upon the
opposite parties.

In view of the above, I find that hotices upon all the opposite parties have not been properly
served by the process server. Hence, its ordered that the summon notices be served upon the opposite
party Nos. 1-10 afresh and ensure proper service of the same. '

‘The petitioner is directed to put in two sets of requisites for service of notices upen the
oppesite parties within 72 hours.

The learned District Judge, Jhenaidah is hereby directed to take proper step in respect of
service of summon notices upon the defendant, respondent and opposite parties through nezarat as the
process servers used to furnish report showing service of summons upon the parties either by hanging
or by handing over summon notices to a person not a party to the proceeding describing him as
attorney of defendant, respondent or opposite parties which is not at all expectable from every nezarat
of the District. In most of the cases process SCrvers manufactured themselves signature of some
unknown persons showing service of summons upon the parties, because of lack of supervision of
nazir as well as the Judge-in-charge. To prevent such a practice in all the District, in particular, all the
' nezarat constant supervision is necessary. Heénce the District Judges should take proper steps in this
